However, the high court 
suspended the hearing  due 
to heavy rain in the city and 
again scheduled on Thursday 
and again the hearing delay 
till 29 September.

(NCB) to visit  Taloji pris-
on and record the statement 
of Showik Chakraborty and 
Deepesh Sawant in the jail 
about the drug case.
