One of the famous Kar-
tik Puja committees of Bans-
beria’s Kartik Puja is Renesa,
which has completed 50 years
of worshipping this year. The
secretary of this committee,
Soumen Kundu, was inter-
viewed by Anoushka Dutta.

He spoke about the theme of

the pandal, “Chalchitra”. The
creator of this pandal chose to
use the trees which were de-
stroyed in Amphan and made
a structure of Chalchitra. The
main attraction this year was
inviting a tribal dhamsa band
from Odisha to participate in
this carnival.

One of the oldest
puja of Bansberia’s Kartik
Puja is “Bharat mata”. Su-
vasish Saha interviewed the
secretary of this puja com-
mittee, Shibu Som, about
the theme of the idol and its
creator.

Step 1 - Saute some garlic and butter for a minute in a kadai.

- Add the sliced mushrooms and 1 pinch of salt and

pepper, and cook until they are brown.

Step 3

- Add some vegetables like carrots, beans and spring

onion, saute until they soften. (This step is optional).
Step 4 - Add long-grain soaked Basmati rice and mix it well

with the mushroom and vegetables.

Add some salt, pepper, chilli flakes, vinegar, melted

butter, 1tsp of Soya sauce and chilli sauce and mix it well. Let

cook it for3to 5
